USS George Washington's arrival in Yokosuka delayed

Yokosuka, Japan — Due to ongoing repairs, the originally scheduled arrival of USS
George Washington to Yokosuka, Japan, will be delayed past August 2008. The swap-out
between USS Kitty Hawk and USS George Washington will take place in San Diego,
following Kitty Hawk's participation in the Rim of the Pacific (RIMPAC) Exercise. Once
that nuhover is completed, Kitty Hawk will proceed to Bremerton, Washington, for her

planned decommissioning.

Repairs to George Washington are scheduled to be completed in late August.
The plan for transit to Yokosuka, which will involve a number of standard
